UPDATE: GOING BACK TO PRE-PANDEMIC WAYS AT MASS

[s it time to go back to the way things were before COVID???? Who really
knows, but St. John’s will attempt to get back to PRE COVID DAYS. The follow-
ing is a small time table of how things at Mass will begin to open up in the
month of June.

e  On June 4™5" the USHERS and GREETERS will NO LONGER have to
wipe down the door handles after each weekend Mass.

e  On June 4™5" the holy water font will again have water in it after 2.5 years
of being dry. Hopefully, filters, rings, pipes, and motors will work and no major
plumbing will have to be done.

e  On June 4"5" the USHERS will once again start using the collection bas-
kets and walking up and down the aisles for the collection.

e On June 4™5" GIFT BEARERS for the OFFERTORY will once again be
reinstated with a slight variation. The GIFT BEARERS will ONLY be bringing up
the gifts of the offerings that you have given in the collection baskets. The
BREAD and WINE will already be in the sanctuary so that the Deacon can have
them at the altar prepared for the OFFERTORY of the MASS.

**SO on the table in the NARTHEX/VESTIBULE there will be a sign up sheet
for people/families who will be willing to serve in the liturgical ministry of GIFT
BEARERS. PLEASE SIGN-UP. If we do not have enough different people/
families to cover all the Masses here at St. John’s it will be taken that lack of in-
terest means that you do not want this liturgical ministry. PLEASE SIGN-UP.

e  On June 18™19" COMMUNION ON THE TONGUE will be reinstated.

e COMMUNION FROM THE CHALICE WILL NOT BE REINSTATED
AT THIS TIME.

e Communion on the Tongue and on the Hand, there will be some homily

instructions and future bulletin inserts on the proper way approach and receive

HOLY COMMUNION by either of these options.

e PRECIOUS BLOOD FROM THE CHALICE

e At time PRECIOUS BLOOD FROM THE CHALICE will not be reinstat-
ed. Only a priest, deacon or instituted acolyte are allowed to purify the sa-
cred vessels after Holy Communion. EMHC cannot purify the sacred ves-

sels. Since EMHC cannot purify the sacred vessels at this time we are going
to postpone HOLY COMMUNION from the CHALICE.
